These notes form an integral part of and should be read in conjunction with the accompanying financial
statements.

1 Corporate information

The Company (Co. Reg. No. 200301515E) is incorporated and domiciled in Singapore. The
registered office and principal place of operations is at 17 Kaki Bukit Industrial Terrace, Singapore
416098.

The principal activities of the Company is to recognise and reward successful Singaporean
entrepreneurs who contributed greatly to the Singapore economy.

The Company is limited by its members’ guarantee to contribute to the assets of the Company up
to $10 each member in the event of it being wound up. The Company is an approved Institution of
a Public Character.

2 Significant accounting policies
a) Basis of preparation

The financial statements, expressed in Singapore dollar (“$”} which is the Company’s
functional currency, have been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Companies
Act 1967, the Charities Act 1994 and other relevant regulations and Financial Reporting
Standards in Singapore (“FRSs™). The financial statements have been prepared under the
historical cost convention except as disclosed in the accounting policies below.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with FRSs requires the use of estimates
and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts
of revenues and expenses during the financial period. Although these estimates are based on
management’s best knowledge of current events and actions and historical experiences and
various other factors that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, actual results
may ultimately differ from those estimates.

Use of estimates and judgements

The estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to
accounting estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised if the revision
affects only that period, or in the period of the revision and firture periods if the revision affects
both current and future periods.

There were no significant judgements made in applying accounting policies and no estimation
uncertainty that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts
of assets and liabilities within the next financial period.

The carrying amounts of {rade and other receivables (excluding prepayments), cash and cash
equivalents and trade and other payables approximate their respective fair values due to the
relatively short-term maturity of these financial instruments.

New and revised standards that are adopted

In the current financial year, the Company has adopted all the new and revised FRSs and
Interpretations of FRSs (“INT FRSs”) that are relevant to its operations and effective for the
current financial year. The adoption of these new and revised FRSs and INT FRSs did not have
any material effect on the financial statements of the Company. ‘

b) Financial assets
Recognition and derecognition

Regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on trade date - the date on
which the Company commits to purchase or sell the asset. Financial assets are derecognised
when the rights to receive cash flows from the financial assets have expired or have been
transferred and the Company has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

Financial assets are initially measured at fair value. Tramsaction costs that are directly
attributable to the acquisition of financial assets (other than financial assets at fair value through
profit or loss) are added to the fair value of the financial assets on initial recognition. Trade
receivables without a significant financing component is initially measured at transaction
prices.

Classification and measurement

All financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair
value, depending on the classification of the financial assets.

The Company classifies its financial assets at amortised cost. The classification is based on its
business model for managing the financial asset and the contractual cash flow characteristics
of the financial assets.

The Company reclassifies financial assets when and only when its business model for managing
those assets changes.

Subsequent measuremernt

Debt instruments include trade and other receivables (excluding prepayments and grant
receivable) and cash and cash equivalents. The Company measures financial assets at amortised
cost if both of the following conditions are met:

+ The financial asset is held within a business model with the objective to hold financial
assets in order to collect contractual cash flows; and

+  The contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specific dates to cash flows that are
solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding. ‘

Financial assets at amortised cost are subsequently measured using the effective interest rate
(“EIR”) method and are subject to impairment. Gains and losses are recognised in profit or loss
when the asset is derecognised, modified or impaired.

Interest income from these financial assets is included in interest income using the EIR method.

Impairment

The Company recognises an allowance for expected credit losses (“ECLs”) for financial assets
carried at amortised cost. ECLs are based on the difference between the contractual cash flows
due in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows that the Company expects to receive,
discounted at an approximation of the original effective interest rate.

The impairment methodology applied depends on whether there has been a significant increase
in credit risk. For credit exposures for which there has not been a significant increase in credit
risk since initial recognition, ECLs are provided for credit losses that result from default events
that are possible within the next 12-months (a “12-month ECL”). For those credit exposures for
which there has been a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, a loss
allowance is required for credit losses expected over the remaining life of the exposure,
irrespective of the timing of the default (a “lifetime ECL”).

If the Company has measured the loss allowance for a financial asset at an amount equal to
lifstime ECL in the previous reporting period, but determines at the current reporting date that
the conditions for lifetime ECL are no longer met, the Company measures the loss allowance
at an amount equal to 12-month ECL at the current reporting date.

The Company recognises an impaimment gain or loss in profit or loss for all financial assets
with a corresponding adjustment to their carrying amount through a loss allowance account.

Financial liabilities

Financial liabilities, which comprise trade and other payables (excluding deferred grant
income). Financial liabilities are recognised on the balance sheet when, and only when the
Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the financial instruments. Financial
liabilities are initially recognised at fair value plus directly atiributable transaction costs, and
subsequently measured at amortised cost, using the effective interest method.

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liabilify is extinguished.
Gains and losses are recognised in profit or loss when the liabilities are derecognised and
through the amortisation process. '

Income taxes

The Company is registered as a charity under the Charities Act and is exempted from income
tax under the provisions of the Income Tax Act, Chapter 134.

Income recognition
Income is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits associated with

the transaction will flow to the Company, and the amount of income and related expenditure
can be reliably measured.

Donations and sponsorship - when received
Fund-raising income/ award dinner -  Upon completion of the event held
Book income - recognised at a point in time when the goods are

Provisions for other liabilities

Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present legal or constructive obligation as
a result of past event, and it is probable that an outflow of economic resources will be required
to setile that obligation and the amount can be estimated reliably. Provisions are measured at
management’s best estimate of the expenditure required to settle the obligation at the balance
sheet date. Where the effect of the time value of money is material, the amount of the provision
shall be discounted to present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects the current market
assessment of the time value of money and risks specific to the obligation.

When discounting is used, the increase in the provision due fo passage of time is recognised as
a finance cost in profit or loss.

Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of presentation in the consolidated statement of cash flows, cash and cash
equivalents comprise cash on hand and deposits with financial institutions which are subject to
an insignificant risk of change in value.

Plant and equipment

Plant and equipment are initially recorded at cost. Subsequent to initial recognition, plant and
equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment
losses.

The cost of plant and equipment initially recognised includes its purchase price and any cost
that is directly attributable to bringing the asset to the location and condition necessary for it to
be capable of operating in the manner intended by management.

Dismantlement, removal or restoration costs are included as part of the depreciable amount of
plant and equipment if the obligation for dismantlement, removal or restoration is incurred as
a consequence of acquiring or using the asset.

Depreciation is calculated on a straight-line basis to allocate the depreciable amount of plant
and equipment over their expected useful lives. The estimated useful lives are as follows:

On disposal of a plant and equipment, the difference between the net disposal proceeds and its
carrying amount is taken to profit or loss.

The residual values, estimated useful lives and depreciation method of plant and equipment are
reviewed, and adjusted as appropriate, at cach balance sheet date. The effects of any revision
are recognised in profit or loss when the changes arise.

Fully depreciated assets are retained in the financijal statements until they are no longer in use.
Employee benefits

Defined contribution plans

The Company coniributes to the Central Provident Fund (“CPF”), a defined contribution plan
regulated and managed by the Singapore Government. The Company’s obligation in regard to

defined contribution plans is limited to the amount it contributed to the funds. Contributions to
defined contribution plans are recognised as an expense in the profit or loss as incurred.

Government grants

Government grants are recognised at their fair value where there is reasonable assurance that
the grant will be received and all attaching conditions will be complied with. Where the grant
relates to an asset, the fair value is recognised as deferred capital grant on the balance sheet and
is amortised to profit or loss over the expected useful life of the relevant asset by equal annual
instalments. ‘

When the grant relates to an expense item, it is recognised in profit or loss over the period
necessary to match them on a systematic basis to the costs that it is intended to compensate.

Credit visk

Credit risk is the risk of loss that may arise on outstanding financial instruments should a
counterparty default on its obligations. For trade receivables, the Company adopts the policy of
dealing with customers of appropriate credit history.

Credit risk exposure in relation to cash and cash equivalents, trade and other receivables

in bank with good credit rating. Accordingly, no credit loss allowance is recognised as at
31 December 2021 and 31 December 2020.

The Company’s objectives when managing its funds are to safeguard and maintain adequate
working capital to continue as a going concern. The directors consider the accumulated fund as the
capital of the Company and no changes were made to the Company’s fund management objectives
during the financial years ended 31 December 2021 and 31 December 2020.
